Types of Plagiarism





Cheating:  This is the worst!  This is intentional and it is outright stealing.





Failure to Cite:  Maybe you just forgot but you are still guilty!





Sloppy paraphrasing:  Here is a case where you do not recognize your thoughts from those you took from a source.  It still does not excuse you!





Penalties for Plagiarism





Institutional:  These vary depending on the school and the severity.  They range from a failing grade to removal from school.





Civil:  Legal action may be brought by the author and heavy fines can be imposed.





Moral: Your reputation will be damaged and a lack of trust is certain.
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
